ORIGIN FOR THE NAME OF ESCAMBIA & PENSACOLA

Escambia County derived its name from the Indians, Spanish or French.

(1) Kassabe or Kashabli, comes from the Indian word for "where the river
divides. There was an Indian Village on Thompson s Bayou near the
University Campus, and also on Garcon Point prior to 1750.

(2) Village of Escambe, Indian village of Kasabli
(3) Cambiar means to trade or exchange says the Smithsonian Institute.
s cam (iar) French pronounce iar as ee

Es cam bee (Escambia), a place to trade where the
river divides.

The French was one of the first traders on the Mobile & Coosa River, which is
near the head of the Escambia river southeast of Montgomery, Ala. There is also
an Escambia County, Alabama. Fort Tolouse was a place to trade, where the river
divides, close to Montgomery.

Pensacola:

The Pensacola Indians lived on the northeast side of Escambia Bay. They were
driven away before 1700 by the Mobilians. They went to Mississippi, Texas &
perhaps Oklahoma where there is another town of Pensacola. There is also another
town in Mexico close to Oaxaco, the town Don Tristan De Luna married his second
wife & outfitted his fleet to sail to Pensacola in 1595.

(1) panshi falaia okla means the long haired people; one interpretation
by the Choctaw Indians in Mississippi.

(2) Pasca okla, the Indians who had tortillas (bread), to trade to Capt.
Juan Jordan in 1688, is another interpretation by the Indians.

(3) And there is a town of Panzacola on the eastern shore of Spain who
sent sailors to North America in the 1500's. Mrs. Charlton Heston
journied to Panzacola, Spain while her husband was filming, and sent
pictures of Panzacola, Spain to the Pensacola Historical Museum in 1960.
